1.  CALL MEETING TO ORDER

Chair Keller called the meeting to order at 7:34 p.m.

3.  APPROVAL OF AGENDA:
Planning Commissioners discussed moving New Business to follow Reports.  Planning Commissioners agreed to move Manchester United Methodist Church Site Plan Review to the first item under New Business.  Planning Commissioners discussed tabling the agenda item Wind Energy Conversion Systems Discussion until the March meeting.  A motion was made by Schaffer and seconded by Hinkley to approve the agenda as amended.

Planning Commissioners discussed adding a notation following Rick Finger’s resignation that Keller regretfully accepted his resignation and thanked him for his years of service.  A motion was made by Hinkley and seconded by Dunsmore to approve the minutes of the 01/12/10 regular meeting as amended.

SWWCOG

The minutes from the 01/13/10 meeting were included in the Planning Commission packets (dated 01/13/10 – three pages – Unapproved Minutes).  Planning Commissioners noted the WATS presentation from the 01/13/10 meeting.

MCJPC

Dunsmore advised that the work on the modules review is winding down.  The minutes from the 01/13/10 meeting were included in the Planning Commission packets (dated 01/13/10 – two pages).  Dunsmore and Way indicated that the meeting start time and meeting date may need to be revised to allow for more discussion time.

ADMINISTRATION

Wallace indicated that the budget is being worked on with plans of budget cuts and retention of existing services.  Wallace discussed the budgeting issues related to bonds and the Central Improvement Plan.  Wallace and the Planning Commissioners discussed the loss of shared revenue and the added expenses of police services and utilities.  Keller inquired on status of the M52 project.  Wallace discussed the status of the work and the State government decisions.  Keller inquired if there had been a typographic error in the Ann Arbor.com article on housing in the Manchester community.  Wallace indicated yes and that a revised article ran in the hardcopy edition of the newspaper.  Planning Commissioners discussed that a reader can’t always trust information on the internet due to the immediate news reporting and lack of fact checking.  Way indicated that Wallace deserves a pat on the back for the Village’s fiscal management.

9.  NEW BUSINESS:

A.
MANCHESTER UNITED METHODIST CHURCH SITE PLAN REVIEW
Reinhart reviewed the first page of the three-page site plans (dated 08/18/08 – received by the Village on 02/05/10).  Reinhart discussed the addition to the existing church and outlined the flow of traffic using the front driveway.  Reinhart indicated that the addition was proposed to address ADA requirements, parking issues, classroom issues, and bathroom issues.  Reinhart outlined the portico and the 3-foot wall that will be part of the driveway.  Reinhart outlined the handicap spaces that will be adjacent to the portico.  Schaffer indicated that the current plans have a number of errors.  Schaffer indicated that the employee parking spots indicated south of the church need to be removed.    Planning Commissioners noted that the existing drive and the correct grades need to be shown.  Reinhart indicated that the front driveway needs to be revised on the site plans to show as beginning at M52 not at the school driveway.  Planning Commissioners also indicated that the play area and three lanes of the school driveway should be shown on the site plans.  Planning Commissioners and Reinhart discussed the revisions to the site plan for the front driveway parking spots.  

Planning Commissioners referred to the recommendations in the three-page Site Plan Review for the Village of Manchester, Michigan – Applicant:  Manchester United Methodist Church (dated 02/02/10 – prepared by John Enos [Carlisle/Wortman]), the recommendation outlined in the one-page memorandum regarding Methodist Church Site Visit (dated 02/03/10 – prepared by Enos [Carlisle/Wortman]), the one-page memorandum regarding Site Plan Review (dated 02/09/10 – prepared by Gary Wiedmayer [Village]), the one-page Application for Approval of Site Plan (dated 02/05/10), the one-page letter from Manchester United Methodist Church regarding the building project (dated 02/04/10 – prepared by Reverend Larry Wik and Reinhart), and the eight-page Title XV: Land Usage/Chapter 151: Zoning Code/Administration and Enforcement/Section 151.023 Site Plan Review (hand-dated 02/09/10-PC).  Planning Commissioners asked that the recommendations in the above documents be addressed and the site plans revised.  Reinhart indicated that he is in receipt of all the documents and will address each issue with the Architect.

Planning Commissioners discussed reducing or eliminating access to the front driveway for school traffic due to safety reasons.  Reinhart indicated that the church has discussed this issue before.  Schaffer indicated that a gate or chain across the driveway at the access point to the rear parking lot or at M52 could be options .  A motion was made by Schaffer and seconded by Hinkley for the Manchester United Methodist Church to amend the site plans per the discussion and the recommendations outlined in the above-referenced documents for submittal for the March meeting.

Vote:  ayes all.  Motion carried.

Planning Commission tabled the agenda item until the March meeting.

OUTDOOR WOOD-FIRED BOILER OR FURNACE DISCUSSION
